of the plan, cost and guality, but also on problems :
of the organization and direction of work, to carry
out with responsibility important state and party
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tasks to affirm themselves more and more as
_workers organizers and directors. This phenome-
non, a concrete expression of the continuing
emancipation of our women, finds ever bettei'
support and approval by our social opinion, which
now. accepts..the women everywhere, on every
work ‘front, alongside men working at the lathes
and machinery, apparatuses and in the scientific
laboratories; at the university chairs and in im-
portant scientific activities, in all spheres of our
political, economic and cultural life.

An entirely -opposite reality exists in the capi-
talist, bourgeois and revisionist countries. In most
of the European countries only 20-30 per cent of
the women have the right to work. The capitalist
puts the women to do ungualified work which
is very tiring, and pays them 30-40 per cent less
than men, even when they do egual work with
them. When tens of thousands of workers are
thrown cut into the street, the women are the
first victims. This discriminating stand against
women supported and encouraged by the bour-
geois and revisionist ideologists with all sorts of
r-eactlonary pseudo-theories. Considering women
ag capdble only for housework, for bearing and
brmglng up children, they aim at estranging them
from productive and social activities, from thé
class struggle of the proletariat, from the revolu-
tion.

" We have done away with such a world once
and for all. The women in our country are happy
about the present and look at the future with
th1mlsm Like the entire Albanian people, their
road is illuminated by the sun of the Party, the
s'un of socialism.
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The 8th Congress of the Party made it clear
that our economy has now reached an advanced
stage in which the intensive factors of its de-
velopment are emerging ever more to the fore.
This means that better work should be done today
to raise productivity and improve quality, to in-
crease profit and efficiency in the utilization of
all the human, technical, material, organizational
and scientific potential which has been created
and is being strengthened.

qualification courses. Compared with 1980, 2.5
times more women tock their degree of atestation

' in 1982, in Tirana alone, where women make up

50.3 per cent of the working class-of the district.
' The efforts for qualification and for penetrat-
ing the secrets of technology have given direct
results in production. This can be seen in the
achievements of the working people of the cloth-
ing industry who have turned out products of a
good quality, which satisfy the consumers and
fulfill their increasing demands. Praiseworthy are
also the successes of the working people of the
textile industry of our country, who have intro-
duced synthetic fibre combed with cotton and
wool, using the existing machinery. The realiz-

- ation of this task, which is connected with pro-

found technical and technological changes'in the
process of production, also speaks of the Talsing
of the technological level of the working people
of. this industry, especially the women who- make
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up 73 per cent of them. Despite this, new de-
mands have been made on us, which are on the
way to being solved and through which contem-
porary technology will be introduced in the tex-
tile industry, too. The objectives for this will be
attained by mastering with a will and determin~
ation the technique and technology to which we
have been entrusted.

The women workers in many enterprises of
our country feel that what has been done up till
now does not fulfil the increasing demands of
production, where technical and technological pro-
gress is made at rapid rates, where the tech-
nical-scientific revolution is extended and deep-
ened. With imadequate educational, cultural and
technical level the new technologies implem-
ented in some production lines of the food industry
which are being used, cannot be carried out
properly, therefore the indispensable need arises
that efforts are intensified to elevate ‘he entire
broad mass of women wherever they work to
the level of the tasks of the day.

The Party has made great demands for the
intensification of agricultural production at rapid
rates in order to take in during this five-year
Plan more than 48 quintals of maize per Hectare
Tor the entire area of the country and more than
75 quintals of maize and 45 quintals of wheat per
hectare for the zone of priority intensification.
Such great tasks can be realized with the har-
monization, on a scientific basis, of all the factors
of agricultural production and with the imple-
mentation of advanced technology everywhere.
This technology in agriculture and livestock rais-
ing will be implemented by the working people
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of .the countryside, where the women occupy an
- important place, standing for 58.6 per cent of the
- total number of women workers. Their work in
‘such sectors as livestock raising, services to in-
: dustrial crops and wegetables, is decisive. The
“broad participation of the women in agriculture
‘expresses another marvellous reality of our life.
- At a time when in the capitalist, bourgeois and
" revisionist world the countryside is being aban-
- doned en masse, our Party with its correct policy
" has made the countryside flourish at levels admir-
~'ed by the entire world and, together with it, the
“whole of Albania, the lowlands and mountains,
- are developed and peopled, our socialist econcmy
-.is strengthened.

The countryside is an important sector of the

'.activity of the Women's Union of Albania. A
-more organized and qualified educational work
- should be carried out to make the mass of the

women conscious that the putting of agricul-

 ture more thoroughly on scientific bases, the

concentration and specialization of agricultu-
ral production, require that every woman coo-
perativist should raise her general gqualification
but also her specialization, require profound
mastering of knowledge and its linking up with
production. o

Advanced experfence is an Iinexhaustible

. source of qualification. In our country today there

are entire districts such as Korca, Kruja, Sa-

" randa ete, where the women comprise an im-
- portant force for taking in high yields in bread

_ grain.

Whereas before we have sploken of some bri-

- gades which took in 85 quintals of maize per hec-
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tare, today we have entire outstanding economies
such as that of Plasa, Mallq, Daj¢, Vrina, Lapar-
dha, the livestock raising complex of Kamza,
which take in record yields in’ agrlculturaﬂ and
livestock production. Ten years ago the milk-
..-maids who got 3000 litres of milk from-each cow
were proclaimed distinguished workers. Today
the honoured names of the milk-maids Selvie
Hoxha, Liri Tota, Marta Nini, and tens and
hundreds of others remind us of such high re-
sults as 5000 to 7000 litres of milk from each cow,
figures which seemed umattainable a few years
ago.

All these advanced economies and women
workers who distinguish themselves for raising of
yvields and productivity, are a valuable school of
experience which, if followed by the mass of
women, will raise their level of qualification and
will open a new perspective to the development
of the whole of"agriculture.

Technical and technological progress require
the further raising of the educational and pro-
fessional level not only of the women workers
and cooperativists, but also of those who' have
gradueted from secondary or higher schools, |
.~ With the correct educational policy pursued
by the Party, the process of the education of
women, as that of the entire mass.of the “working
people, has proceeded at very rapid rates. At a
time when during the last 10-15 years the popul-
ation with sehooling has increased’ 46 per cent,
the women comrades make up” 51 per cent of
those who have graduated from schools. The dis-
‘crepancies in the level of education between men
and women have gradually narrowed, and’ among
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“those under 25 years of age disproportions have

early disappeared. In all categories of schools

‘girls and women make up 47 per cent of the
number of pupils and students.

Here we mentioned only a few figures, but

how mgmﬁcant they are for us! We wiil not
“make compamsons with the pre-liberation perlod
~because in fact there is nothing to compare, in

the time when the women, enslaved from every
point of view, were plunged in Mediaeval igno-
rance and obscurantism. However, we can make

comparisons within our epoch, with the years

of the first decade when we had to knock con

" every door asking the girls and women to go to

school, and we had to wage a real struggle in

- many families against conservatism and patriar-

chalism which, as remmants of an old world, con-
tinued to hinder the education of the girls. Where-
as today the girls make up 50 per cent of the
number of students. These achievements, which
speak of a correct understanding of the necessity
of education in our socialist society, are a living
proof of the continuous care of the Party and
Comrade Enver Hoxha to make the Albanian wo-
men a force equal with men in all fields of life.

The opposite occurs in the capitalist-revi-
sionist countries where education and culture are
the property of the privileged classes, where mil-
lions of working people, most of whom are
women, live in obscurity and ignorance, where
out of every three illiterate people two are wo-
men. Even in the most developed capitalist coun-
tries women represent only 10 per cent of the
graduates.

The achievements the Albanian women have
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made hitherto in raising their educational level
are a sound basis to forge further ahead. Our or-
ganization has a rich experience on problems of
education. Work is being done now for a more
correct understanding by all women of the need
to learn and to thoroughly master knowledge. The
struggle for high quality in the schools remains
an important task of our organization for the pre-
sent and the future. This is directly connected
with the realization of the demand of the Party
for the raising of the efficiency of the productive,
creative -and directing work of the women. In
collaboration with the other levers of the Party
those girls and women who distinguish them-
selves in schools and universities must be assisted
and encouraged so as to hasten the training of
ever more women comrades capable and compe-
tent for production and all the problems of the
country. )

In the present conditions, when an entire
army of higher and secondary specialists have
been engaged in the technical-scientific revolu-
tion, the women specialists too, who. now are
counted by the thousands all over our country,
are continuously increasing their interest to
master scientific knowledge and apply it wher-
ever material goods are produced. The women
innovator specialista of the textile combine at
Berat, tripled the productivity of the process of
dyeing the thread by using a new technological
method. The collective of the brigade of scien-
tific experiments at the Institute of Maize and
Rice in Shkodra, where the women make up the
majority, advanced the production of maize seeds
of high productivity. The role of the women com~
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ades of the Designing Institute Number 1 in Ti-
ana, where the women designing engineers make
p 70 per cent of the collective, is significant in
he construction of many beautiful projects and
uildings in Tirana.

* Such praiseworthy examples can be found in
all sectors of the economy. They speak clearly
f the creative force of our marvellous women
pecialists, testify to the increase of the per-
onality of the emancipated women. However we
“must admit that in the field of mastering science:
‘we still have a great deal to do. It is the duty of
~the organizations of the Women’s Union of Al-
“bania, in collaboration with other organs and or-
- ganisms, to make their contribution to raising still
“higher the level of the engagement of women spe-
- clalists in scientific-research work, in the tech-
:nical-scientific revolution, making them more
- capable in tackling the problems of the process of
splanning and the realization of the tasks for the
wfuture five-year plan.

Greater attention must be paid to the unin-
“terrupted specialization of women after graduat-
“ing irom the higher schools through organized
- forms, such as post-university courses of special-
- ization, and the achievement of first and second
;degrees of qualification. In this field our women
. specialists have achieved during the last decade
"a significant success by increasing the number of
~those who earned scientific degrees eight fold.
: This is a great step forward in our active parti-
cipation in the technical-scientific revolution,
‘which must serve as an encouragement for new
-ever greater successes. The experience of the
women comrades of the light industry and edu-
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cation who represent 66 per cent and 40 per cn_er}t_
of the participants in the post-univer-ity qualifi-
cation courses, respectively, should be made
known and spread. All possibilities exist to pro-
ceed at more rapid rates in other sectors, 'too,
especially in the technical and agricultural scien-
ces. For this it is necessary to fight more inten-
sively against the withdrawal of the women In
face of some difficulties which study and scien-
tific-research work presents, as well as against
the manifestations of lack of confidence which
exist among some others. These concepts and
ditficulties could be overcome easily if we legrn
how to embue the women with love and passion
for science and study, if we convince them that
they have inexhaustible strength iunvfalua-ble for
society. in this direction, if we arouse in them the
imagination and creative spirit to forge ahead
courageously and en masse on the beautiful road
of science,

To raise the level of the active participation

of the women in every sector of the socio-econ-
omic life of the country, to further emhance the
spirit of emancipation, the Women’s Union has
paid attention to the utilization of all the pos-

sibilities and conditions the Party and the peo- .

ple’s power have created and will create in the
future, too, for the women, The con_tmual mea-
sures taken in the field of services, health

service and trade, permit the women to work °

more calmly and with higher productivity. The
work of the women’s organizations in this field

has also been effective especially in the distriets

of Pérmet, Fier and Saranda where, in collabor-

ation with the other levers of the Party, they
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have solved several problems which hindered the
roper functioning of the mother and child insti-
utions and have convinced the mothers of the
use of attending these institutions. In the future;
too, we must raise the attention of our organiz-
‘ation towards the intensification and qualification
of the educational work with the women and the
families as a whole so as to do away with the
isproportion which exists between the increasing
amount of measures which society takes to faci-
litate the work of women and the little care
.shown by some women and families to use them
properly. The overcoming of this disproportion
demands better work with the working people of
he mother and child institutions to raise the level
f services in them. _

B The women’s orgamization and councils in
towm and countryside must take up these pro-
‘blems continually and, according to the tradition
created, must enliven the social controls in order
to raise the level of services not only in the
‘mother and child institutions, but also in other
sectors of services, such as in those of the health
‘service, trade, comimunal services.

~ OQOur socialist society, alongside the streng-
thening of the economy, continually creates con-
ditions to relieve women of some heavy jobs. The
activists of our organization, in collaboration with
the Trade-Unions organization where they mili-
tate must combat the cases of bureaucratic stands,
delays and leniency, underestimation and care-
‘lessness which are noticed in the work of some
directors of production, who do not create, to, the’
‘proper amount, the necessary and suitable work-
ing and living conditions for the working pedple,
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which are provided for in our laws. The women.
comrades of the countryside should not reconcile
themselves to the cases which are noticed in some
regions of our country such as'in Martanesh and
some villages of the districts of Librazhd and Te-
pelena, where because the means for the trans-
port of products are not secured at the proper
time, womien are used for that purpose. In face
of such negative phenomena our organization
must make the women conscious that as the
Party teaches us that the masses are those who
can “solve these problems, that they must not
allow bureaucratic stands and actions which are
in opposition to all the efforts for the setting up
of child institutions especially in the countryside,
or those that lower our personality and dignity,
which the Party has raised with so much. love.
The revolutionary initiative of the cooperativ-
ist peasantry to form collective herds of the per-
sonal livestock and reduce the cooperativists’ pri-

vate plots has special importance in raising the |

level of the socialization of work, which helps
lighten the burden of the women and increase
their participation in the social production of the
countryside. It is the task of our organization to
-continue to work with the cooperativist women so
that each of them understands and implements
this revolutionary measure as an important step
towards strengthening the common socialist pro-

perty and further improving the way of living in:
the cooperativist families. We will continue to. -

make our contribution to the implermentation and
congolidation of this revoluticnizing process on
the basis of the criteria defined by the Party:

. The triumphant ideology of the proletariat
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_has been and remains for the women of our coun~
try an inexhaustible source of strengih for strug-
gle and work, which has always inspired and
rmed them on the road of the revolution. Our

A significant expression of our democracy is
the place which women take in the high forums
of the Party, the people’s power and in the social
organizations.

This is a new outburst
of the art-loving spirit, of the wealth of feeling
and talent, of the sincere joy of the women in
our socialist reality. Our women, who in the past
were cursed by religious bigots and the clergy
and banned from. the stage, today amaze the for-
eign spectators with the power of their talent.
Keeping in mind the teaching of Comrade
Enver Hoxha at the 8th Congress of the Tdrty
that «a pgenuine socialist country must become
more and more outstanding for the high culturat
level of its people and their rich spiritual world,
sound aesthetic tastes and way of lifes!, our
organization fights to increase the demands of
the women in all these fields, by securing their
greater participation in massive cultural activities
and movements, to introduce much more values
in our art of socialist realism, to consolidate the
achievements and to carry them further forward.
Tt is a known fact that this activity is mainly
carried out in cultural institutions, whereas the
womeh pass most of their spare time-at home,
where alongside their: family:. duties and. work
they try to further raise their.level. But we must
admit that in connection with organizing the
spare time for the wormen there are still problems
which hinder their allround cultural development.
Life has shown that during the school process
this development advances at equal rates, both
for girls and boys, whereas later, after marriage
a disproportion is noticed. This also comes about

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because of the tendencies which some women
have who, wanting to {free their husbands and
children from family duties, carry the -whole
_burden of housework themselves. There are also
women who, as soon as they graduate from school
and are faced with new problems of the newly

created family, and with the difficulties of theic

jobs, do not manage to organize their spare time
properly. The organization of the Women’s Union
must struggle so that the women utilise all the
conditions and possibilities created to secure spare
time for themselves and use it properly. In col-
laboration with the other levers of the Party,
especially with the organization of the Front and
the Youth, they must fight with greater de-
termination to maintain social opinion alive so as
to treat these problems in the spirit the Party
teaches us. S .y
In our country a radical transformation has
been made in the way of life, which reflects both
the high cultural-educational -level achieved, as
well as the raising of the-general well-being of
the people: However, as the Party stresses, today
all possibilities exist to further improve the way
of life in the family. It is the duty of the Women's
" Union to help-create a cultured environment for
simple, beautiful and practical clothing according
to the tastes of Marxist-Leninist- aesthetics, for
the improvement of the structure of the food.
More: work- must  be done with -the women :to
convince them that the way: of life should be
built in conformity with the income of the family.
For these problems: we must base ourselves on
the fine tradition of our organization, that is on
the acquaintance with and the .exchange of ex-
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. perience within the zone, district or between dif-
‘ferent regions. The activists of the organization
~and the women comrades of the intelligentsia,

especially in the countryside, should set the

- example in supporting and actively spreading the
-new, maintaining a principled stand towards
~ every alien manifestation and remnant which
" hinders progress in the way of life.

From one Congress to the other we have
reported Important transformations which have

" been made in our family, which have brought

about its further economic, ideological and
cultural strengthening. We now speak of a
new stage, new quantitative and qualitative
changes. While at one time there were a consider-
able number of households including many coup-
les, the situation has now changed. Today families
consisting of only one or two couples comprise
96 per cent of the fotal. The social class structure
of the family has also greatly changed. Now 45
per cent of them are worker families. The family
has greater spiritual and moral strength, more
unity of thought and action. More sincere relat-
ions have heen created on the basis of love,
respect, equality and understanding. The role of
the women, the mothers, the girls is felt more
powerfully.

However, the changes in the social life are |
not reflected immediately in every family and °
do not spread uniformly.

who enter life with a higher -educational and

" cultural level and with broader interests, which are

dictated by the work for the construction of so-

' cialism and the improvement of the material and

spiritual conditions. In the work full of love and
responsibility with our children, with the youth,
we must keep in mind the wvaluable teaching of
our Party and Comrade Enver Hoxha that we
should instil in their hearts the ardent love for
the Homeland and patriotism, readiness to res-

- pond to the Party at any time when called on

as its soldiers, wherever socialist construction
needs them. For us mothers, too, it is a great
task and joy to raise children who will honour
us with their future work.

Whereas
during 1978-1980 the number of births was aver-
agely 71.4 per thousand, in 1981 it reached 77.3
per thousand, or nearly 6 more births per thous-

shoulder to shoulder with the men. the workers
and peasants, in the glorious struggle for national
liberation, complete independence and the con-
struction of socialism. At a time when the entire
capitalist-revisionist world has been caught in
the clutches of an all-round crisis which has ag-
pravated the conditions of women workers, the
families and children, socialist Albania marches
confidently ahead.. »

Further on she said: «The victories achieved
in your National Liberation War through which
the proletariat and the people tock over the state
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power, the continual progress in the construction

" of socialism, make the oppression and exploita-

tion of the Albanian women something of the
past. They have gained equality and emancipa-
tion, because these rights are mnot formal, but
supported by the socialist state, the economic sys-
tem. That is why we admire the heroic Albanjan
women who undertake great tasks alongside the
men.
